Your Donations Fund Our 
Cats’ Veterinary Care

We have three types of vet expenses: 1) exams for cats enter-
ing our adoption center, 2) ongoing treatment for cats while they 
are in our care, and 3) funding for our Stitch In Time spay/neuter/
vaccinate program for homeless cats.

When we take in a cat it immediately goes to our vet, Feline 
Specialties, for an exam before being cleared to enter our adop-
tion center.  That general exam and blood work includes testing 
for FIV, FLV, and parasites in the intestines. All cats get a de-
worming pill and are treated for fleas.  Almost all of the cats we 
take in need to have their teeth cleaned.  It is expensive, but it’s 
important because it can affect the cat’s entire health.  Just like 
people, a veterinarian looks at a cat’s gums to see if they are red 
and inflamed or if any teeth need to be pulled because they have 
too much decay in them.  Some cats don’t need to have their teeth 
cleaned frequently, while we’ve taken in other cats who have had 
to have most of their teeth removed – it’s all in their genetics.  All 
cats are groomed which includes a bath and nail trim.

While a cat is in our adoption center, we will take it to the 
vet for updates on any shots, grooming, or illnesses that become 
apparent.

And through our Stitch In Time program with our vet affili-
ates we are able to help approximately 70 homeless cats per month 
with sterilization and a one-year rabies shot, which is $20 to the 
person helping a community cat, but then StreetCats pays the bal-
ance of the veterinary bill.

Special Needs – Simon
A cat that has special needs can require a lot of ongoing vet-

erinary care.  Right now, we have Simon, who was born in 2007 
and was a return in May of this year because his owner could no 
longer care for him.  He initially seemed healthy and outgoing and 
his blood work tests looked good, but three months later we dis-
covered his glucose levels were high and he was diabetic.  While 
we tried to bring those levels down based on food he was eating 
in foster care, it wasn’t successful. He is now on two insulin shots 
a day and we are still trying to determine how much insulin he 
needs in addition to watching what food he eats.  Of course, he 
is now considered a special needs cat that goes to Feline Special-
ties periodically to get his glucose checked and unfortunately it 
is staying high.  The expense of the vet checks, as well as the 
insulin and syringes, are funded by your donations to StreetCats.  
Giving the insulin is easy for Linda Holland, his foster mom, but 
of course it is harder to get a diabetic cat adopted. Therefore, we 
have the additional costs of his pate wet food and Purina EN dry 
food and litter as he’ll probably be with us for several more years 
at least. We don’t euthanize a cat if he has a problem that can be 
treated.

Adopting a Shy Cat

Pleased to meet you, I’m Millie.

Just like people, cats have different comfort levels with 
change. When we get a new cat at StreetCats almost all will 
be a little scared at first and find a hiding place where they 
can feel safe until they get acclimated. Many will be out and 
about within a few days but some will stay in their hidey 
holes the majority of the time. By their very nature, these 
cats don’t “audition” well for potential adopters but they 
may become excellent companions for those who are will-
ing to take the time to make them secure in a new home 
with lots of love. This can sometimes take weeks or even 
months. Here are some tips if you are adopting a shy cat. 

•	 Initially set up a room for your new cat where it can feel 
safe and away from loud noises. Provide food, water,  
litter box and cuddly places to hide. You should visit several 
times a day and talk softly so your cat will get used to your 
voice. At first you might just go into the room and read or sit 
to visit. Don’t force it to come out to you.

•	 Provide an opportunity to play by using stick toys it can play 
with you from a distance. After a couple days it might be-
come more interested and you can decide what works, but 
leave toys in the room so the cat can play by itself if it wants. 
You can rub the wand on the side of the cat’s face to get 
the pheromones on it. Over time slide your hand down the 
wand until you can touch your fingers to its face or chin. You 
might use a back scratcher with a long handle to “pet” the cat 
from a distance.

•	 If you are providing canned food, you might stay in the room 
while it eats and talk softly to it. Stay across the room and 
over time move closer. Provide treats when positive behavior 
occurs during play or interaction.

•	 When you are facing the cat, try blinking slowly to show you 
are not aggressive. The cat may blink back at you.

•	 Try using pheromone products such as Feliway™ to calm  
the cat.

As both you and your cat become more comfortable with 
each other you can open the door and give more access to the 
house. While it may take a lot of time and patience it is a re-
warding experience. Even if your new cat is not ultimately a 
lap cat, you may develop a lasting loving relationship with your 
new friend.  
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The saying goes that the best solution to a problem 
is preventing it from happening. We receive calls weekly 
saying, “She’s pregnant again, what should I do?” While 
we do have our Stitch In Time program to help curb the 
overpopulation of cats by offering low cost spay and neu-
ters for homeless cats, it might help to understand a few 
facts about cats’ reproduction cycle.

A female cat can go into heat multiple times during the 
year beginning about six months old, but may be some-
what younger. Indeed, she can go into heat every 14-21 
days. This means that spaying a kitten before six months 
is perfect prevention. The breeding season is usually from 
January to late fall and the average length of the cycle is six 
days. During this time, she will attract males who might be 
her sibling, child, parent, or a neighbor. The young males 
in a litter may be after their sisters and/or their mother if 
they have not been neutered.  

Ovulation is stimulated when the female has been mat-
ed and, in fact, usually mating occurs multiple times before 
it begins. Therefore, a female may have a litter of kittens 
from different fathers. 

The gestation period averages 63 days (nine weeks). If 
a cat has been mated and becomes pregnant before being 
spayed, she can still be spayed if she is not too far along. 
However, if she is near term, vets will likely ask you to wait 
until after the kittens are born. She can get pregnant again 
within six weeks of delivery, so plan to make an appoint-
ment for spay to be done when kittens are five-six weeks 
old or when they can eat solid food regularly. Kittens can 
then be spayed/neutered themselves between three and six 
months old.

Sometimes a cat coming into our Adoption Center must be placed 
first into a foster home temporarily.

The cat may need medicine for deworming, intestinal parasites, etc. 
and some medicine might need to be administered. Our cats will have 
tested negative for Feline Leukemia and FIV and be current on their vac-
cinations, have had a flea treatment, and gotten medicine as needed while 
they were still at our vet before coming to your home. 

A cat in foster care must be kept separate from your personal cats in 
its own room with its own litter box and food.  Your personal pets need 
to be up to date on their rabies vaccination, preferably upper respiratory 
vaccination, and for dogs, heartworm even though the animals won’t be 
intermingled.  We will provide food and scoopable litter for the cat while 
it is with you.  You may also need to transport the cat and/or samples to/
from Feline Specialties while the cat is with you.  If you are interested 
in helping periodically, please call our message line at 918-298-0104, 
as this will help us reduce veterinary boarding costs.  Thanks for your 
interest.

Reducing Allergies to Cats
Our vet has brought a new product to our attention called Pu-

rina ProPlan LiveClear.  According to the brochure, it is a revo-
lutionary cat food shown to reduce allergens in cat hair and dander 
by an average of 47% starting in the third week of daily feeding. 
When cats eat LiveClear, a key protein sourced from eggs binds to 
the common allergen, Fel d 1, in the saliva and neutralizes it, there-
by reducing the allergens in cat hair and dander. If you have trou-
ble with cat allergies ask your veterinarian for more information.
