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No FLEAS, PLEASE!

Hopefully all of us remember the warnings about picking up
hitchhikers. Did you know that some of the most dangerous
hitchhikers are not human? Fleas are in that category! They
are external parasites which can not only suck the blood
out of our cats but also give them anemia, dermatitis and
tapeworms.

Many cat owners believe that fleas are not a threat in their
home because their cats are not allowed outdoors. However,
inside-only cats are definitely vulnerable to fleas! Those of us
who work in animal rescue frequently find ourselves around
feral cats or strays who have not been treated for fleas. It is
quite easy for us to carry a flea or two (or ten) home with us
on our clothes, shoes or tote bags.

Fleas can hop on us at a nearby park or at a pet supply
store where dogs (or even cats) are shopping with their
owners. Bringing home used cat toys, cat beds or cat
towers is another way fleas can enter our homes. And our
veterinarian’s waiting room can feature cats and dogs who
are not flea-treated but more than willing to share their flea
friends with our pets.

Fleas have no boundaries! Did you know they can jump 100
times their own height? A tall wooden fence may keep your
neighbor’s dog out of your yard, but it won’t keep out that
dog’s fleas. After gardening or mowing, you bring those fleas
inside with you. Your neighbor’s cat who is allowed to run
loose can lounge on your porch and share its fleas with your
cat who is on the other side of the screen door.

Open windows are invitations for fleas to hop right on inside.
Cats who are allowed into secured outdoor areas such as

screened-in patios can easily be exposed to fleas. Other
animals such as squirrels can be culprits. Those of us who
enjoy “country living” have raccoons and rabbits around, as
well as other animals who offer free rides to fleas. Those
fleas find their way inside our homes through tiny cracks in
the doors, windows, crawl spaces and floorboards.

It is a myth that fleas only hang around when it is warm
outside. The official flea season in Oklahoma does run

from spring to late fall, but keep in mind that homes stay

at a comfortable temperature inside year-round. Fleas can
survive in a home throughout the winter if the temperature
indoors is warm enough. Cold weather outside doesn’'t mean
that fleas are not present. Fleas aren't like birds that fly south
for the winter. This is why it is so important to apply flea
control to your cat every month of the year. Don’t take a five-
month break just because the air conditioner isn’t needed
anymore!

How do you know if your cat already has fleas? Seeing
your cat scratching or biting itself can raise suspicion that
fleas have arrived. Look for fleas or dark specks (called flea
dirt) on a light-colored cat’s fur. On dark-colored cats, use a
flea comb to separate the fur (fleas jump when their nap is
interrupted). Use tweezers to crush and kill each flea.

Fleas are like snakes: For every one you notice, there are
many more you don'’t see! Flea eggs can live in your carpet
and rugs, in upholstered furniture, in your cat’s bed, in your
bed. If fleas have been detected, wash all bedding at a high
temperature. Vacuum the floor as well as the furniture, and
throw out the vacuum cleaner bag before you apply flea
control.

There are a multitude of flea treatments available today, and
they come in many forms (collars, pills, powders, shampoos,
sprays, topical ointments). Let your veterinarian help you
decide which flea control is safest and most effective for your
cat. No fleas, please!

Let’s do our best to keep those pesky critters from entering
our homes and hitching a ride on our beloved kitties. But
we have to go a few steps further by doing flea checks on a
regular basis and faithfully giving that flea treatment to our
cats year-round, even if they never set one paw outdoors!

gray coat. A very regal lady, she is
happy to lounge quietly from a high
perch and watch the activities of
the adoption center. She is a very
gentle and quiet cat, but has shown

a distinct interest in playtime when
she feels safely removed from the
antics of other cats. While rare in the shop, avid playing
has been witnessed, and she will likely pursue more playful
antics when she begins to feel safe and secure in her new
forever home. Because she is very shy, and will need a
patient friend and time to adjust to a new home, she will do
best in a quiet home as the only cat, or possibly with one
other cat. She is very loving and truly enjoys being petted;
brushing is also an enjoyable pastime and might be needed
daily to keep her exquisite mane free of tangles and mats.
Layla is a beautiful girl, inside and out, and will make a
wonderful companion!

Diva is a snazzy brown tabby/tortie
mix, and is approximately 5 years
old.

She simply needs
a quiet and secure home with no dogs or other cats so she
can finally relax, let go of some of her fears, and let her inner
Diva shine!

A STITCH IN TIME HELPS LIMIT FERAL POPULATION

“A Stitch in Time,” our spay/neuter voucher program, is still helping sterilize

a large number of un-owned cats in the Tulsa area with the help of you, your
neighborhood associations, and the vets that perform the surgical procedures.
Vouchers are still only $20.00 and cover a spay or a neuter and a one-year

rabies vaccination. That price is hard to beat!

The photo at right is a collage of the cats from a colony in West Tulsa. The two
ladies who maintain and feed there took pictures of each cat that was sterilized
using a StreetCats voucher. Eight of these cats were females, so just think what
it would have been like if they had been allowed to have kittens — the population
increases very quickly. Thank you, Mary Kuzmitsky and Kaela Amos, for taking
responsibility to stop the growth of this colony before it exceeded these 13 cats.

Tulsans who have purchased and used multiple vouchers through our program
are Marshall Coulter, Linda McBride, Mike Bradford, Linda Johnson, and
Annick Rose, just to name a few. Currently, we have four remarkable veterinary
practices working with us on a full-time basis: Best Friends Veterinary Hospital,
Cedarwood Veterinary Clinic, Kindness Animal Hospital, and Riverbrook Animal
Hospital.
